YEAR 1 Useful Information
Please find some information below that we hope will give you an insight into some of the work that your child is doing this half term. 
Literacy/Topic
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This half term the topic is “Can We Build It? Yes we can!" In English our current focus is on narrative writing, the children have already written a story based on ‘Goldilocks & the Three Bears’ and will write others throughout this half term. We will also read a range of other traditional tales to look at the structure of stories. 
The trip to the Chiltern Open Air Museum enabled us to continue our focus on homes and building materials. On St David’s Day the children identified key human and physical features of Wales on a map and looked at related traditions and celebrations. 
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This half term we are focussing on repeated addition and counting groups of objects as well as identifying odd and even numbers. We have been learning to count in multiples of 2, 5 & 10 and will move on to solving related word problems. The children will continue to work on addition and subtraction using a number line and a 100 square. 

Daily Maths Challenge

We are continuing with our daily five-minute ‘number challenge’, it provides the children with the opportunity to practise and consolidate a variety of Numeracy skills without the need of counting equipment. To enable them to complete all the challenges with confidence you may wish to play a variety of games at home which require the quick recall of pairs of numbers that add up to 10 and when they are ready, to 20.  
Design & Technology 
Lessons have featured planning and making a model chair for Goldilocks, children have drawn upon their knowledge about materials learnt last term to complete this project and it has proved most popular. They planned a design and made choices about suitable materials to build their chair from, they also considered how they would join parts of their chair together. Following the build, they completed an evaluation and thought about how they might improve upon their design next time.
RE

The focus is on belonging and the theme of Easter. We will be looking at symbols associated with new life. We will also learn more about Judaism by looking at related artefacts. 
P4C

Stories, music, videos, pictures and objects will be used as a stimulus for philosophical discussions. Children have already started to think of questions to discuss. They are developing skills in asking open ended/philosophical questions to further the depth of an enquiry. 
PSHE

We will talk about our school values for this half term – collaboration, respect and belonging. We will also complete activities linked to the whole school focus ‘Good To Be Me’. Year One have recently taken part in a class council circle time with all other year groups, the focus for discussion was the new hot meals.
Computing
The children will be creating a talking book. They will use sound recording equipment to record sounds. They will work on developing their understanding of how a talking book differs from a paper-based book. 
Music

We will continue to focus on rhythm and sound patterns using percussion instruments, the children will learn a range of new songs.
Art
Artwork will involve mark making using water colours, the children will also complete posters and decorations linked to Enterprise Week.
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Phonics 

This will continue to be taught daily in Year One and will be referred to throughout all lessons. During these sessions, children are taught to blend to read and to segment to spell. Please continue to practise the spelling patterns in Phase 2, 3 & 5 with your child, do see the class teacher if you require new sheets for the different phases. The school website contains all spelling patterns. We will also focus on blending to read alien words containing the sounds that they have been taught.
Tricky & High Frequency Words

The children will continue to have the opportunity to practise reading & spelling High Frequency and Tricky words each week in Phonics & Literacy lessons.  
We would like the children to consolidate this learning by practising reading them at home, a few at a time, little and often. Once they have learnt to read them, they could move on to spelling them. These can be found at the front of the reading diary. Children should work towards having instant recall of these words and should not be blending them. Your support with this would be much appreciated.
Spellings
The spelling quizzes continue to be delivered on a Friday, we request that spelling folders are handed in to the teacher every Friday morning. This enables us the opportunity to put new spellings in and to attach results from the previous week. Our phonics focus for the week links to the spellings that the children practise at home. Thank you for helping your child to practise their weekly spellings, again the little and often approach may prove the most successful. 
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We would like you to continue to complete the Home/School Diary on a daily basis. Please ensure you initial the book when you have heard your child read as they will only be able to change their reading books on Mondays and Thursdays if the books have been completed and signed by you. Please can you help your child to fill in the “smiley faces” daily as this gives us a strong indication of how they feel about their time in school and we can discuss any issues/concerns with them. Teachers will collect the diaries in each week to sign them. If you have written any notes for us in the communication box please ensure your child shows them to the class teacher/teaching assistant on entry. 
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Homework

We are pleased to see that work continues to be of a high standard in homework books. The work is designed to take about 20 minutes to complete (but if your child is particularly enthusiastic do not take this as a hard and fast rule!)  The books will be given out on alternate Fridays, and should be returned to school by a week the following Wednesday. Please do come and talk to the teacher or teaching assistant if there is a concern with homework. We would encourage you to support your child with their homework as necessary, but would love all recorded work to be their own. Just a reminder that the “discussion” element of the homework does not need to be recorded.
PE
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On a Monday, Badgers, Squirrels and Hedgehogs will continue to have lessons taught by a Sport’s Coach. Other PE lessons take place on Wednesdays and Fridays. During the Spring term, the children will be competing the unit on Games and will be practicing a range of other PE skills inside and out. Please ensure that your child has an appropriate PE kit for sessions inside and outside – ALL NAMED, this should include jogging bottoms or leggings and spare socks for girls who wear tights to school. Also, please check regularly that their plimsolls or trainers fit properly. Children with long hair should have it tied back on PE days and those with earrings should come to school with them removed on PE days or should have their own tape to cover earrings themselves before the PE lesson.

Events

The trip to the Chiltern Open Air Museum was a tremendous success, we were lucky with the weather and the classes thoroughly enjoyed taking part in the different activities – Badgers made candles, Hedgehogs created a rag rug and Squirrels made real bricks! 

The children thoroughly enjoyed the opportunity to look at their work with their families at our work sharing session. If you were unable to attend the event, please see the class teacher to arrange an alternative time to view their work.
World book day was a great success, look out for photographs on display in the Year One corridor.

We will soon be hatching plans in preparation for Enterprise week. More information about different class activities will follow shortly.

We are pleased to see that most children are coming into their classrooms independently ready to start their school day and that they are able to follow the daily routines, such as independent book changing and on entry activities. Please continue to encourage this as it is so important to develop the children’s independence to enable them to be organised during their busy days at school. 

As the weather continues to be cold and wet please ensure your child comes appropriately dressed with named coats, gloves, hats etc. The children do spend time outside on a daily basis.

Please do not hesitate to speak to members of the team if you have any concerns or questions, we are all here to help.

Possible Activities To:

Listed below are some general ideas for activities you can do at home with your child to support their learning. Please encourage your child to bring into school any activities they complete to share with the class.  
· Practise writing numbers as words.
· Practise high frequency and tricky words, play games with the words to help your child learn them (see the class teacher for further ideas if needed).
· Your child might like to write a story containing adjectives. 
· Look at different celebrations and traditions linked to Easter.

· Visit the BBC Schools website and encourage your child to use the Dance Mat Typing programme, to enable them to gain greater familiarity with the position of letters on the keyboard.  
· Play games such as Yahtzee, Ludo, Snakes and Ladders, Dominoes etc which involve completing mental calculations to work out the moves or score. Use packs of playing cards to play find the pair of numbers that make 10 etc. 
· Adding, subtracting or finding 1 or 10 more or less than numbers on a number plate while on a car journey are also good for developing numeracy skills. Further ideas for supporting your child with numeracy are on the school website. 
· Counting groups of objects in 2’s, 5’ and 10’s.
