Theme of the week – Franklin Frog/Life-cycles
Activities based on the interests of the children….
	This week’s Story is Franklin Frog by Barry & Emma Tranter
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This is a fun non-fiction story about frogs. Meet Franklin, Franklin is a frog who loves being in and around water. The story takes us through the life-cycle of a frog, starting off as tadpoles.

We will be talking about what a life-cycle is and exploring the different stages of a frog’s life-cycle.
