Fireworks and Fairy Lights
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This half term, our learning adventure in Foundation Stage is ‘Fireworks and Fairy Lights.’


As part of ‘Understanding the World’, we will be thinking about different colours and looking at the colours in the natural and man-made world, as well as exploring light and dark. 


In ‘Mathematics’, we will be looking at, copying and creating repeating patterns, learning about more and less, adding and taking away, counting and 2D shapes.


We will also discuss about how different colours make us feel. 


Through creative development, the children will explore colour mixing, make their own Rainbow Toast and also explore different methods of creating colour pictures including using ICT.





The children will be learning about the different celebrations including Diwali, Hanukah and Christmas. We will think about the different traditions associated with these festivals. This will include making Christmas tree decorations and making and icing Gingerbread Trees. 





In other areas of the curriculum we will be thinking about special occasions and things which are important to us and will learn songs from different cultures including our own Christmas production and the Nativity story.


To end the topic we will be having our Christmas Party and come dressed in rainbow colours.





This half term we will be reading stories with a colour theme – for example, Elmer, The Little Red Hen, Little Red Riding Hood, The Blue Balloon, Colour Me Happy, The Day The Crayons Quit and I Love You Blue Kangaroo.  If you have any books to share please bring them into school.  Please put your child’s name in the front cover.

Activities for Parents and Children to share at home





The activities listed below are suggestions for things you might like to try with your child at home. The activities will complement the work we are doing in class. It is not expected that everyone will try all of the activities.








Make a simple colour spinner and watch what happens to the colours.


Play with a torch and make shadows. Can you switch it on and off?


Straw blow painting; dab the paint onto the paper and blow across it using a straw to make patterns.


Leaf printing; find some interesting leaves to paint and print from.


Make a collage using your favourite colours.


Create a finger paint swirl picture.


Experiment with paint and mix different colours at home.
